University of Fukui Student Dormitory Application
Guidelines

1. Dormitory overview
(1) Purpose
The purpose of the Student Dormitory is to provide a suitable environment for students to
study and live, and to_ further. . .mutual understanding between  Japanese. . and
international students at the university. and promote international exchange.

(2) Structure, etc. (Capacity: 209 persons)

*Wings B and C each have one room for disabled students.
*Rooms for male and female students are located on separate floors.
*Of the 209 rooms, 50 are for international students.

(4) Main room facilities

(5) Access Approx. 10 min walk to the Bunkyo Campus
Approx. 50 mins by public transport to the Matsuoka Campus
*A free shuttle bus is available that runs between the Bunkyo Campus
and Matsuoka Campus (approx. 20 to 30 mins). The first bus leaves the
Bunkyo Campus at 8 a.m., giving you enough time to attend first period
classes. However, since each student has a different schedule, it is often

difficult to catch the shuttle bus on the way back. In such cases, you can
use public transport.

It takes about 90 mins by public transport to get to the Tsuruga Campus.

2. Recruitment  About 60 new students (about 53 male and 7 female students)
About 11 new regular international students (about 5 male and 6 female

students)
*Regular international students who enrolled in October 2024 can apply
too.
3. Eligibility
(1) A person enrolling in the university who cannot commute from home and has financial
difficulties.



(2) A person who is willing to further mutual understanding between Japanese and
international students and promote international exchange. As_ international students need

to_communicate in_Japanese when living together with Japanese students, it is_desirable
for them to have a certain_level of Japanese conversation skills. Japanese students are
expected to help international students living in_the dormitory so that they can get

accustomed to life in_Japan.
(3) A person who can or is willing to abide by university rules in communal life.

It goes without saying you must not fall behind in the payment of the dormitory fee and
other fees, or violate the morals or disrupt the order of the Student Dormitory. In addition,
you must ensure that the dormitory’s facilities and equipment are maintained, look after
your key, maintain hygiene in the dormitory, and take fire precautions, and must

participate in the activities of the Student Dormitory Residents’ Association, which is

comprised of all students living in the dormitory, and abide by its rules.
Under the Student Dormitory’s rules, permission to live in the dormitory is only valid in the

academic year applied for. However, those who wish to continue living in the dormitory in
the next academic year can apply for extension of the permission, provided that the
application is made within the standard course duration. You should therefore understand
that there is a limit to the number of years you can live in the dormitory, even if permission
is granted. (Even if permission is granted each academic year, as a rule, undergraduate
students can live in the dormitory for a maximum of four years.)

4. Application (You can only apply after passing the entrance examination.

Reservations are not accepted before the announcement of exam results.)

Applicants should prepare the documents listed below and send them by post by the
deadline. After that, send the e-mail attaching the check sheet for applying to our e-mail
address and report the sending the application by post. When we received your application
by post and also an report e-mail both, you can complete the request.

Note that applications with inadequate documentation and sending only a postal mail or an
e-mail, may be rejected.

If, _after submitting_an_application, you no_longer intend to become a dormitory resident,
contact the number given in (3) as soon as possible.

(1) Documents to be submitted

(i) Dormitory Application Form (designated form) (You can input by a pc.)

- Make sure that you can receive emails from the university’s email address
(dormitory@ml.u-fukui.ac.jp) at the email address you fill in and this e-mail address
is same with that you have used the report mail. The application results will be sent
to this address.

- Describe the Reason for Application in as much detail as possible, including
matters related to international exchange.



(ii) Personal/Family Information Sheet (designated form) (You can input by a pc.)

- If you have a sibling who is scheduled to enroll in a high school or university in April
2025, write “Scheduled to _enroll in XX _High School (University)” in the Name of
Current School/University section, and submit a photocopy of the certificate of
acceptance issued by the school or university.

- In the Earned Income section under Annual Income, fill in the amount paid indicated
in your certificate of income and withholding tax from the previous year. Any other
income should be listed in Other Income.

(iii) Income certificate for 2023 (The most recent certificate issued by the head of your

municipality)

Obtain income certificates for all members of your family who share living expenses
with you, regardless of whether they earn an income, at your municipal office. This
does not apply to members of the family who are students.

(iv) Certificate that proves income (necessary for each income-earning family member)

- Certificate of income and withholding tax for 2024 (photocopy accepted)

- Pages 1 and 2 of the final tax return form for 2024 (photocopy accepted)

*Submit either the certificate of income and withholding tax or the final tax return
form.

*For pensioners, submit either a photocopy of the certificate of income and
withholding tax for public pensions, etc. (2024) or a photocopy of the most recent
pension payment slip.

*An income certificate, and a certificate of income and withholding tax or final tax
return form must be submitted for each income-earning family member.

(v) Certificate of residence for all members of your family who share living expenses with

you (including those who live separately)

*Submit certificate of residence issued within three months before application.

(vi) School enrollment certificates for family members other than the applicant who are

students (not required for students under compulsory education)

(vii) Other documents, if any (In case of Applicant who are in the special family situation)

(viii) Declaration (If there is_a reason that you cannot obtain _proof from a third party

regarding (iii), (iv), (v), (vi) or (vii).

Examples: There is a discrepancy between the number of family members stated in your
certificate of residence and the application form; you do not receive any financial aid,
such as compensation and education expenses (tuition), from a divorced parent; and
other circumstances that require an explanation.

International students who live in Japan need to submit the above documents: (i
Dormitory Application Form, (ii) Personal/Family Information Sheet (with all income
amounts converted into Japanese yen v) certificate of residence (only applicable to

residents in Japan), (vii) Other documents and (viii) Declaration, if any.



[Step2: |Send the check sheet for applying as an attachment to the e-mail.

After you send the documents by post, send an e-mail with the check sheet for applying
(designated form) (You can input by a pc.) to our e-mail address (dormitory@ml.u-fukui.ac.jp)
and report that you have been completed the request by post. Please put “Completion notice of
sending the application materials for Student Dormitory” in the subject line of the e-mail.

* We will send the result of selection to your e-mail address that you have used this time.

*As a rule, applications should be sent by post only. Opening hours is on weekdays
between 9 a.m. and 5 p.m. (excluding public holidays). Note that the Student Affairs
Division is closed on weekends and public holidays.

(4) Notes pertaining to the Personal Information Protection Law
You must give your consent to the terms outlined below before filling in any personal
information in the Dormitory Application Form and Personal/Family Information Sheet for the
University of Fukui Student Dormitory.
(Terms of consent)

All personal information submitted in the application form and other documents is collected
for the purpose of grasping the circumstances of Student Dormitory residents, keeping track
of attendance to Student Dormitory Residents’ Association meetings, and contacting
residents and their parent(s) (including contacting in emergency situations and demanding for
payment of unpaid dormitory fees, etc.), and is also collected for examination purposes, as
material to be used by the staff in charge of examination procedures at the University of
Fukui. Therefore, as a general rule, the information will not be used or provided for purposes
other than those specified above, except in cases where a staff member of the University of
Fukui or a member of the Executive Section of the Student Dormitory Residents’ Association
uses the personal information within the scope of the purposes specified above, consent is
obtained from the resident in question, or any of the following (i) to (iii) applies:
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(i) The personal information is provided to an administrative organization when it is deemed
necessary for the administrative organization to use the personal information in order to
perform its duties prescribed by law, such as in cases where an investigation agency
requires the personal information for investigation purposes;

(i) The collected personal information is to be subject to computerized processing and it is
necessary to provide the personal information to an external contractor to whom the
university has outsourced the computerized processing work. (In such cases, the university
will ensure that the contract with the contractor obligates the contractor to implement
protection and management measures in accordance with the Personal Information
Protection Law); or

(iii) The collected personal information is provided for the purpose of academic research when
there is no risk of the rights and interests of the resident in question being infringed upon.

5. Applicant screening and screening method
Screening will be conducted on the basis of the submitted documents. Note that applications
with inadequate documentation may be rejected, and that permission will be revoked in cases
of fraudulent application. Also note that none of the submitted documents will be returned
after screening.

Applicants will be screened comprehensively, especially based on the degree of financial
difficulty, as well as other criteria_such as_their _intention to participate in_international

exchange.
Therefore, screening will not involve consideration of the order of application or the drawing
of lots.

6. Announcement of successful applicants, etc.
You will receive an email notifying the application results from the university’s email address
(dormitory@ml.u-fukui.ac.jp) at the email address you provided in the Dormitory Application
Form. If your application was successful, you will be asked to confirm your intention to
become a dormitory resident. A permission certificate, written oath, and other documents will
be posted to you at a later date.

*As _your_application_may_be unsuccessful, you are advised to look for other accommodation

options as well, such as private apartments suggested by the University Co-op.
*The application results may be notified earlier than the above mentioned date.



7. Move-in procedures

(1) Successful applicants will receive, at the email address provided in the Dormitory
Application Form, an email notifying that permission to live in the dormitory has been
granted. Make sure to reply to the email and confirm your intention to become a
dormitory resident. Note that you may be considered to have withdrawn your application
if you fail to reply before the deadline.

(2) Each new student will have a current dormitory resident as a supporting partner. Feel free
to contact your partner before moving in and resolve any concerns you may have about
your dormitory life.

Your partner will generally need to be there when you move in, so make sure to arrange
your move-in schedule with your partner beforehand. Let the Student Affairs Division
know of your move-in schedule in advance too.

(3) It’'s convenient for you to contract with Electric Power Company and Internet Company
before moving in to start their service soon.

(3) Successful applicants are asked to move in sometime between the moving in period we
designated.

(4) Bring Personal ID with you when moving in. The staff in charge will check the ID and then
give you your key and the permission certificate. When receiving your key, sign the key
acceptance sheet and submit it to the Student Affairs Division along with your written
oath (with your signature).

(5) Contact the Dormitory Affairs Team, Student Affairs Division, as soon as possible if you
wish to cancel your move in after obtaining permission.

8. Delivery of luggage
If you wish to send clothes, bedding, books, and other luggage to your dormitory room,
make sure that the luggage arrives after you have moved in. Fill in your mobile phone
number, and make sure to prepay the delivery fee. Try to minimize your luggage to bring in.

12. Student Dormitory Residents’ Association
The Student Dormitory has a residents’ association comprised of residents, and dormitory
life is founded on the autonomy of residents.
Details will be provided in the dormitory visit/information session as well as the orientation
held by the Student Dormitory Residents’ Association after move-in, so make sure to
attend these events.

It

The University of Fukui Student Dormitory has a residents’ association,
and students participate in the management of the dormitory. Student
autonomy is an essential part of dormitory life, and any neglect of
participation in that autonomy would make dormitory life unfeasible.
Therefore, all residents are given a responsible task in the dormitory.

(1) Autonomy structure

- The Executive Section represents the dormitory and serves as a liaison with
the university.

- The Election Management Committee is responsible for move-in/move-out
procedures, re-election of Executive Section members, room changes, and
visitor control.

- The Chair Group is responsible for matters related to the management of
meetings such as the Dormitory Meeting and the Dormitory Convention.
- The Culture Section provides exchange opportunities that are necessary for
maintaining autonomy, by creating profiles and holding events.
- The International Section is responsible for promoting exchange among
dormitory residents.

- The Welfare Section is responsible for promoting cleanliness and
undertaking hygiene-related duties in the dormitory.
- The Equipment Section is mainly responsible for equipment-related tasks in
the dormitory, such as fixing damaged fixtures.

- The Accounting Section is responsible for various accounting-related tasks
pertaining to dormitory management.

- The Audit Committee is responsible for auditing to ensure that the

dormitory’ s operating expenses are not fraudulently managed.

(2) Meetings
Discussions are held to solve issues that arise in the dormitory. The types
of meeting are outlined below.
- Dormitory Meeting: Held several times a year, this meeting involves all
residents. It is mainly held before the Dormitory Convention for the
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purpose of discussing the agendas of the convention.

- Dormitory Convention: This is the dormitory’s supreme decision-making
body, and involves voting on resolutions. Decisions made here are final,
and all residents must abide by them.

- Section meetings, Executive Section meetings, and committee meetings:
These are meetings held by the organizations listed in (1).

- Floor discussions: These are held when an issue arises on a particular
floor, and involve all residents living on the floor in question.

Floor discussions are also held for discussing topics to be covered in the
Dormitory Meeting in more detail.

There are many activities related to dormitory autonomy other than those
outlined above.

In the dormitory, all residents are university students, and each of them
has to be involved in the management of the dormitory, which makes
university life a little different from the normal one. There is also much to
gain from this experience.

If you have read this far, or if you are at all interested in the dormitory, we
encourage you to come and see the dormitory in person and listen to what

the current residents have to say. We look forward to meeting you all.
