Language
requirements
(recommended)

Language proficiency certificate is Not requested. We rely on our partner institutes
to ensure that students coming to study at MCU have a sufficient level of English or
Mandarin to cope in an academic environment. It is advised students have a level
similar to TOEFL IBT 61, IELTS 5 or TOEIC 550 for English-taught courses//
TOCFL B2 level or HSK 4 for Chinese-taught courses.

School housing

Students are accommodated in on or off-campus school housing. Fees vary from
US$500 to $700 per term. Housing request is available after the student's
application is approved. If students are interested, they can take courses provided
in both Taipei and Taoyuan campuses. It usually takes 1.5~2 hours to commute
between two campuses.

Course enroliment
procedure

After arriving at MCU in the beginning of the new semester and completing the
registration procedure, students can enroll, change, add or drop courses online
through Student System. Students can take courses from different majors, year
levels, and campuses. Please note that it may be difficult to get all the courses
interested in because a limited number of seats are available for popular classes.

Course load per
semester

Most courses worth 2~3 credits, i.e. 2~3 classroom hours per week. A full-time
student at MCU is strongly recommended to enroll in 9 credits at minimum and 25
credits at maximum per semester. MCU uses the US credit system: 1 Credit = 2 ECTS.

Grade release

Academic transcripts will be issued within two weeks after the final exam ends.
Grades published on MCU transcripts cannot be altered or removed.

Mandarin Studies & Culture Center Classes
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Here we would like to update you with the decision from the school committee regarding language
classes provided by the Mandarin Studies & Culture Center (MSCC) of MCU.

Exchangelvisiting students, who are interested in learning Chinese, can choose to attend
language classes by MSCC. MSCC offers fee-paying language classes from beginner to advance
levels, including Option A and Option B.

— Option A: 15-hour per week x 6 weeks = 90 hours = NT$13,500

— Option B: 15-hour per week x 12 weeks = 180 hours = NT$27,000

Language classes usually take place 9:10am-12:00pm or 1:10pm-4:00pm every Monday ~ Friday
morning or afternoon, in Taipei (Jihe) campus. Not available in Taoyuan campus. For example, if
students would like to join the language classes every morning in Taipei (Jihe) campus, they cannot
have schedule conflicts with regular courses. In other words, they should save the mornings free
for the language classes. They can take regular undergraduate or graduate courses in the
afternoons.

Learning Chinese is voluntary, not compulsory. Students have free will to decide to join MSCC
language classes or not. If choosing to attend, students will pay tuition for MSCC language classes
in NT dollars after arriving at MCU. Language class is not a regular course, it is optional and it
doesn’t offer academic credits.

If students have no intention for fee-paying MSCC language classes, they can enroll in 3-credit
Basic/ or Intermediate Mandarin course offered by the International College curriculum. This class
runs 3-hour per week during the semester. Because it is part of the International College curriculum,
there is no additional tuition fees if student is taking this option with International College curriculum.
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
