Insurance requirements.  

All exchange students are required to purchase medical 

insurance at their home country for their stay at least for 5 

months in Taiwan. If not, It’s mandatory to buy standard 

International Student Medical Insurance at NUK, 

NT$500/month total 5 months. Who lived in Taiwan more 

than six month, are obligated to participate in the NHI system, 

NT$826/month. 

Visa The Taiwan visa fees change depending on the type of visa you 

apply for as well as where you are applying from. 

 

Administration fee 

All exchange students will need to pay the 

administration fee: One semester NT$3,000 

One academic year, second semester NT$2,000 

Airport pick-up service  ■Yes (only on pick-up day at the Airport) □ No 

We will inform students the pick-up date. 

 

Vaccinations required 

 

1. Measles vaccine(MV) 

2. Measles and mumps vaccine(MR) or 

3. Measles mumps and rubella vaccine (MMR) 

Quarantine duration & fee 

(May adjust according to the 

government policy) 

 

Students need to present a negative PCR taken 72 hours before 

the date of departure. When students arrive in Taiwan, they’ll be 

arranging to stay in a quarantine hotel for 22 days and have 

another PCR test before the end of the quarantine. 

The cost of isolation in the south of Kaohsiung is approximately 

NT$36,160. (1500-2000/day + 3160 taxi fare from Taoyuan 

Airport to Kaohsiung)  

PCR test at Taiwan: NT$8,000
