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I. Admission Guidelines

1. Educational ideals/Goals

At the Graduate School of Medicine, University of Fukui, our aim is to cultivate...

1. Medical researchers with high-level knowledge who can scientifically and logically conduct cut-
ting edge medical research.

2. Clinical Physicians with the ability to deliver advanced and high-level clinical care.

3. High level General Practitioners, Emergency Physicians and Family Physicians who have the
clinical research ability to contribute to communities and the competence of educational leader-
ship. And our goal is developing human resources and highly specialized professionals play an
active role in the society of 21st century.

2. Features

The aim of the Doctoral programs in Medical and Life Science and Master's Program in Nursing at
the Graduate School of Medical Sciences, University of Fukui is to cultivate high-level ethics and
strong compassion through research. We also provide long-term study programs as well as day
and night courses to make learning for our students as convenient as possible.
Our PhD program has 3 courses, Life Sciences, Advanced Biomedical Sciences, and Comprehen-
sive Community Medicine, each of which is based on Integrated and Advanced Medical Sciences.
Our aim is to cultivate independent researchers who have creativity and possess research and
development ability, clinical medicine researchers who possess outstanding research abilities and
specialized skills, and general practitioners, emergency physicians and family physicians that have
clinical research ability to contribute to communities and the competence of educational leadership.
1. Life Sciences Course
In the Life Sciences course, the faculty members of basic medicine and Biomedical Imaging
Research Center built a course work based on the results and features and conduct systematic
education and research direction. This course is not only for life science specialized subjects,
but also has a course work to help conduct research independently such as learning experiment
techniques such as gene manipulation, data processing techniques, and the method for edit
dissertation.
2. Advanced Biomedical Sciences Course
This course has 3 sections, the faculty members for clinical medicine as well as basic medicine
builta course work, which has the systematic education courses and research functions.
- Oncology: This course has the subjects of Molecular Oncology and Clinical Oncology (Diag-
nostic Radiology, Surgical Pathology, Endoscopy, Surgery, Pharmacology) and Therapeutic
Radiology is also conducted by the faculty members of Baryon Medicine in cooperation with the
National Institutes for Quantum and Radiological Science and Technology. Furthermore, clas-
ses for Tumor Surgery, Pharmacology, and Therapeutic Radiology have course work for
cross-sectional education such as Surgical Operations, Anticancer Drug Treatment, Molecular
Targeted Therapy(include Gene Therapy) and complicated infections, and also has the multi-
disciplinary education for pain relief medication.
- Regenerative Medicine: This course has selection subjects such as Human Growth and De-
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velopment, Regenerative Biomedicine, Neuromuscular Molecular Biology, Molecular Science of
Cardiopulmonary Regeneration, Cardiovascular Endocrinology and Metabolism. This is charac-
teristic educational course work regarding human growth, retrograde degeneration, organ dis-
memberment and regeneration by biomedical engineering based on the reconstruction and re-
generation of tissues and organs.
- Medical Information of Pathophysiology: This is the course work to cultivate people who
can analyze living organisms from a new micro level perspective in genetics and molecular pa-
thology and the macro level in the higher brain function image diagnosis method, perfusion im-
age, pharmacokinetics, medical epidemiology method. At the same time course work will culti-
vate people who can discover the new understandings and develop medical information meth-
ods pathophysiology.

3. Comprehensive Community Medicine Course
This course conducts systematic education and research by medical specialists in Emergency &
Family Medicine, the Unit of Community Medicine and the Unit of Primary Health Care as well
as the faculty members from clinical and basic medicine.
In this course, students learn about cross organs, develop a comprehensive competency for
diagnosis, physical examination skills, and basic techniques for clinical reasoning. This is the
course work to learn statistical methods for epidemiologic ethics and clinical epidemiology as
well as medical education methods to cultivate doctors who are good at clinical research and
who work in community-related medicine.

Each course has cross-sectional and organic educational and research guidance by the education
of multiple faculty members from different departments (multiple research advisers system) to
conduct high quality education and research guidance. Furthermore, Organization for Life Science
Advancement Programs (Life Science Innovation center, Life Science Research Laboratory) and
Research Center for Child Mental Development join the program and provide the characteristic
course work for required subjects for all courses.

3. Admission Policy

For Doctoral Programs at the Graduate School of Medical Sciences, University of Fukui, our aim is
to cultivate in the fields of medicine and life science (1) independent researchers who can conduct
original and creative research based on advanced knowledge and scientific and logical thinking,
and who can be globally successful, (2) clinical physicians and advanced medical specialists with
excellent clinical research skills, and advanced and sophisticated medical skills, in each field of
clinical medicine, and with a strong sense of ethics and research mindset, and (3) highly qualified
general practitioners, emergency physicians and family physicians with clinical research and edu-
cational leadership skills, who can contribute to local and international communities. To accomplish
our policies and goals, we seek the following candidates for our doctoral courses.

1. Expected Student Profile
1-1. Ability, motivation and personality
(1) Those who are strongly motivated to contribute to local and international communities in the
fields of medicine and life science as (1) researchers who can conduct excellent original and
creative research, (2) clinical physicians and advanced medical specialists with excellent clin-
ical research skills, and advanced and sophisticated medical skills, in each field of clinical
medicine, and with a strong sense of ethics and research mindset, and (3) highly qualified
general practitioners, emergency physicians and family physicians with clinical research and
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educational leadership skills, who can contribute to local and international communities.

(2) Those with a rich sense of humanity, willingness to cooperate with others and a spirit of
dedication.

1-2. What we expect candidates to have studied/mastered prior to admission
We expect candidates to have acquired knowledge, skills and insight in the fields of medical
science and life science, and to have acquired basic language proficiency for conducting re-
search in medical science and life science, such as accurate document reading, logical writing,
and appropriate expressions, during their master’s degree or equivalent educational programs
or in their social life.

2. Basic Policy for Selection of Candidates

() Enrollment is in spring (April) and fall (October) every year.

(2) Qualified applicants are graduates who majored in medicine, dentistry or a 6-year university
program of pharmacy or veterinary medicine, and those who are considered in our review of
eligibility to have academic ability equivalent to or surpassing that which qualified applicants
should have.

(3) In selection, we evaluate the ability, motivation, aptitude and other characteristics of each ap-
plicant from various aspects comprehensively, in line with the expected student profile
based on the transcript and scholastic ability tests (written and oral examinations) received
from and taken by each applicant. Although scholastic ability tests will be emphasized, ex-
tremely low evaluation of transcript may affect the admission negatively.

(5) A person who has an undergraduate diploma or an equivalent certificate after completing
curriculum that is more than 5-year in length (this refers to completing and graduating
from a distance learning program in Japan that originally had been provided in a foreign
country, or to completing curriculum in an educational institution under an educational
system in the foreign country itself that also fulfills the condition in the above clause (4)) at
a university or school outside of Japan (limited to institutions whose comprehensive edu-
cation and research activities are approved by certified people appointed by the govern-
ment of their respective countries or related institutions, or an equivalent institution sepa-
rately approved by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology of
Japan)

(6) A person designated by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technol-
ogy, Japan.

(Notification No. 39 of the Ministry of Education.1955)
(Note) The designated person above refers to a person who falls under any of the following
provisions.

nized by our Graduate School as having academic ability equivalent to or superior to a
university graduate who has completed the course in medical science, dental science,
pharmaceutical science, or veterinary science based on the research'’s results etc.

Act to be admitted to a graduate school as a postgraduate student, and who has been
recognized as having academic abilities appropriate for education as a postgraduate stu-
dent at our Graduate School.

A person who has been recognized by our Graduate School as having academic abilities
equivalent to or superior to a person who has graduated from a university (which has a
course in medical science or dental science, or a 6-year course in pharmaceutical science
or veterinary science) based on the results of an individual examination of the applicant’s
gualifications, and who will be 24 years of age.

13. Personal Information Policy

Personal information written on application forms and related materials (including information per-
taining to academic assessments) shall be managed by the University of Fukui and used for the
purposes of (1) entrance examination procedures, (2) enrollment procedures and management of
scholarship and other similar programs, (3) preparations for intake of enrollees (including manage-
ment of students’ enrollment records and preparations for students’ course registration), and (4)
gathering information to improve the entrance examination process and ascertain application trends.
In principle, except in the following cases, personal information will not be used for any other

purposes than those described above, nor will it be provided to anyone who is not a faculty or
staff member of the University of Fukui without the consent of the applicants:

1) In cases where personal information is provided to relevant government bodies for spe-
cific, appropriate reasons as deemed necessary for those bodies to fulfill their legally
obligated duties, such as when an investigative authority requires information for an in-
vestigation;

2) In cases where personal information needs to be provided to an outside company con-
tracted to perform electronic computer processing work when such work is required for
submitted application materials. (Note that in such cases, the company is required to
sign an agreement to manage and protect personal information in accordance with the
Act on the Protection of Personal Information.);

3) In cases where personal information contained in submitted application materials is
used for the purpose of academic research and doing so poses no risk of infringement
upon the applicant’s rights and interests.

I. Guideline of PhD Course (Medicine)

1. Our Aim

Our aim is cultivation,
1. Researchers who conduct original and creative research in the medical science and life
science fields based on scientific and logical thinking and high-level knowledge. 2. Clinical
Physicians with high ethical standards who are focused on research and possess clinical
research abilities and advanced, high-level medical skills. 3. General Practitioners, Emer-
gency Physicians, and Family Physicians who have clinical research abilities that can
contribute to society and the competence of educational leadership.

2. The Period of Study Required for Completion

The course of study in our school extends over four years.
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3. Organization

Our PhD program has 3 courses: Life Sciences, Advanced Biomedical Sciences, and Compre-
hensive Community Medicine, each of which is based on Integrated and Advanced Medical
Sciences. Our aim is to cultivate independent researchers and clinical medicine researchers
who possess outstanding research abilities and specialized skills, and General Practitioners,
Emergency Physicians, and Family Physicians who have the clinical research ability to contrib-
ute to society and the competence of educational leadership.

4. Course Abstract

Life Sciences Course
In the Life Sciences course, the faculty members of basic medicine and Biomedical Imag-
ing Research Center conduct systematic education and research. This course is not only
for life science specialized subjects, but also has course work to help conduct research
independently such as learning experiment techniques such as gene manipulation, data
processing techniques, and the method for edit dissertation.
Advanced Biomedical Sciences Course
This course has 3 sections, the faculty members of clinical medicine as well as basic
medicine built a course work, which has systematic education courses and research func-
tions.

[Oncology]

This course has the subjects of Molecular Oncology and Clinical Oncology (Diagnostic
Radiology, Surgical Pathology, Endoscopy, Surgery, Pharmacology) and Therapeutic Ra-
diology is also conducted by the faculty members of Baryon Medicine in cooperation with
the National Institutes for Quantum and Radiological Science and Technology. Further-
more, classes for Tumor Surgery, Pharmacology, and Therapeutic Radiology have course
work for cross-sectional education such as Surgical Operations, Anticancer Drug Treat-
ment, Molecular Targeted Therapy (include Gene Therapy) and complicated infections,
and also has the multidisciplinary education for pain relief medication.
[Regenerative Medicine]

This course has selection subjects such as Human Growth and Development, Regenera-
tive Biomedicine, Neuromuscular Molecular Biology, Molecular Science of Cardiopulmo-
nary Regeneration, Cardiovascular Endocrinology and Metabolism. This is characteristic
educational course work regarding human growth, retrograde degeneration, organ dis-
memberment and regeneration by biomedical engineering based on the reconstruction
and regeneration of tissues and organs.

[Medical Information of Pathophysiology]

This is the course to cultivate people who can analyze living organisms from a new micro
level perspective in genetics and molecular pathology and the macro level in the higher
brain function image diagnosis method, perfusion image, pharmacokinetics and medical
epidemiology method. At the same time, the course work will cultivate people who can
discover new understandings and develop medical information methods for pathophysiol-

ogy.
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(3) Comprehensive Community Medicine Course
This course conducts systematic education and research by medical specialists in Emer-
gency & Family Medicine, the Unit of Community Medicine and the Unit of Primary Health
Care as well as the faculty members from clinical and basic medicine. These three divi-
sions are established at various places for diagnosis (hospitals, emergency departments,
clinics, etc.), and they have the common concept of “accept all patients”.

In this course, students learn about cross organs, develop a comprehensive competen-
cy for diagnosis, physical examination skills, and basic techniques for clinical reasoning.
This is the course work to learn statistical methods for epidemiologic ethics and clinical
epidemiology as well as medical education methods to cultivate doctors who are good at
clinical research and who work in community-related medicine.

7. Degree

To obtain the PhD degree, students need to be enrolled at the school for at least 4 years,
complete 30 credits and also pass a thesis evaluation and examination. If a 3"%-year stu-
dent has submitted their academic thesis to a peer reviewed international scientific journal
and the quality of the thesis has been deemed acceptable, the student will have the
chance to take the thesis evaluation at the completion of their 3rd year, therefore making it
possible to begin their PhD degree early.

Exemption and postponement of matriculation fee

When one of the following conditions is applicable, all or half of the matriculation fee can
be exempted or its payment can be postponed upon request.

+ A student who is unable to pay the matriculation fee due to financial difficulties but who is

proven to have outstanding academic performance.
+ A student who is unable to pay the matriculation fee due to the death of his/her financial

provider, or due to the damage caused by a natural disaster that took place within a year
prior to the admission and from which the student or his/her financial provider is suffering.
Exemption and postponement of tuition fee

When one of the following conditions is applicable, all or part of the tuition fee can be ex-
empted or its payment can be postponed upon request.

- A student who is unable to pay the tuition due to financial difficulties but who is proven to

have outstanding academic performance.

* A student who is unable to pay the tuition due to the death of his/her financial provider, or
due to the damage caused by a natural disaster that took place within a year prior to ad-
mission and from which the student or his/her financial provider is suffering.

*Privately financed international students sent by their government are not eligible for

exemption of tuition.

Exemption of tuition for students who have an outstanding record in entrance ex-
aminations
When one of the following conditions applies, half of the tuition fee for the first year can be
exempted upon request. In case there are not enough applicants, it will be available for
students in other courses.

+ A student who is working at medical institutions and has an outstanding record in en-
trance examinations

* A student who is enrolled by the ATM program

- A student who enrolled in the Comprehensive Community Medicine course or Life Sci-

ences course.
