Bangladesh came intc existence in 1871. It is a
beautiful country with green natural scenery. If you go
to Bangladesh, you will observe green and green
everywhere, criss-crossed by rivers, highly populated
especially in urban areas. There are six seasons, Very

cool in winter season especially in north side but no
snow, also hot and rain in summer, sometimes flood in
the rainy season, very few water stream in hilly areas, a big forest
'SUNDARBAN' in the south side having renowned ' Royal Bengal Tiger' ,
many kinds of birds in the sky and many kinds of fishes in river, many of
vehicles in the roads especially 3 wheels man driven ' RIKSAH' and also
animal driven vehicles in rural areas.

Rural Society:

The basic social unit in a village is the family({paribar or
gushti), generally consisting of a complete or incomplete
patrilineally extended household (chula) and residing in a
homestead(ban). Significant unit larger than that of close kin
is the volumtary religious and mutual benefit association
known as the 'society’. Family kinship lies are very slrong.
Also social kinship are very strong.

Urban Society:

In 1988 about 18 percent of the population lived in urban
areas and rest of people in rural areas. Kinship ties among
the town population are limited .

But family kinship ties are very strong.

Big Festival:
The big festivals are several. Of them, after the month of Ramazan(fasting



month),the EID day and second EID(slaughtering animals for the sake of
Allah{GOD), the Language day 21st February, the Independence day 16th of
December. The people used to go to each other house at EID days for
visiting. They entertain each other. On the other festival, the nation makes
celebration through television and radio. Assembly of armed forces, mini
drama of normal people, new arrangement of monuments, the singing of
nation loving song, make the nation very happy.

Culture:

About 87% people are muslim. Most of them are religious. Offsprings of
people generally live together. There are wedding ceremonies in the
marriage, very few cinema halls in the country, villagers make various kinds
of foods when crops come out from land. The percentage of suicide is
almost zero. If you go to Bangladesh, you will hear the sound coming from
mosques called 'AZAN' for calling the man for prayer. This
is common everywherea.
